Message: Fruit of the Spirit: Self-Control
	There is a sense in which “self-control” is that aspect of the Spirit’s working

	in us that directs and shapes the others – without self-control we cannot know

	love, joy, peace, patience, kindness, goodness, faithfulness, or gentleness.

	But as with the other aspects of the Spirit’s work, it can be fatally misleading

	to assume that Paul’s use of “self-control” is simply a 1st Century version

	of what our culture – or even what his culture – means by the term.  As with

	the other aspects, Paul is adopting and transforming words from the culture

	to translates truths from the Kingdom.
